Your wireless phone is a radio transmitter and receiver. It is
designed and manufactured to not exceed the emission limits for
exposure to radio frequency (RF) energy set by the Federal
Communications Commission of the U.S. Government.

Use the guidelines in this guide to learn how to optimize the
performance and life of your phone and battery.

Air Bags

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Bluetooth

The Bluetooth® wireless technology (not
available on all phones) enables wireless
connectivity with accessories such as portable
or installed hands-free car Kits, headsets,
handsets, computers, and so on.

You must use a Bluetooth device (compatible
with Class 2 Bluetooth wireless technology,
version 1.2) in order to use this phone
wirelessly. Bluetooth accessories display a
symbol on your phone.

Enable Bluetooth

Before you can connect your phone with a
Bluetooth device, you need to enable the
Bluetooth feature on your phone.

From Settings, select On/Off > On.

Pair with a Device

To enable your phone to communicate with a

Bluetooth device, you need to "pair" the device

with your phone. The following instructions

describe the process. You may also need to
reference the user guide provided with your

Bluetooth device.

1. Prepare the Bluetooth device (accessory) for
pairing as described in the device’s user
guide.

2. From My Devices, select Find New. Your
phone then searches and detects any
available Bluetooth devices in the vicinity.
You must enable the Bluetooth feature on
your phone.

4. If necessary, enter the password provided
with the Bluetooth device and select OK.
With the password accepted, the device appears

Use Bluetooth Devices

Before you can use Bluetooth, you must get
your phone ready to communicate with a
device, called “connecting.”

To connect your phone to a Bluetooth device,
from My Devices, highlight a device and select
Connect.

A notification appears confirming the
connection. You can now use the device with
your phone.

Disconnect from a Device

From My Devices, highlight a connected device
and select Disconnect.

Rename a Device

1. From My Devices, highlight a device.

You can delete a Bluetooth device that you have
paired your phone with.

A Bluetooth device paired with your phone may

From Settings, you can modify the following

« Lights Only lights up for the duration of the
incoming call or other alerts.

toggle between Vibrate Only mode and

Normal Sounds mode.

Note: The phone rings when attached to an

external power source (such as a charger), even

if all sounds have been silenced.

From Volume, you can modify the following
settings.

1. From Spkrphone Volume, scroll right or
left to set the speakerphone volume.

1. From Key Volume, scroll right or left to set
the keypad volume.

Set Greeting Banner

The banner is the personal label for your phone,

appearing on the home screen above the time

and date.

Backlighting

Set Display Duration

From Backlighting, select Display Duration

and one of the following:

» Always Dim forces the backlight to remain
dim before turning off.

» Always Bright forces the backlight to
remain bright before turning off.

Set Keypad Duration

From Backlighting, select Keypad Duration

Seconds turns backlighting on for the set
time after your last keypress.

* Always Bright forces the backlight to
remain bright before turning off.

1. From Brightness, scroll to change the
brightness level.

From Language, select a language.
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Set Time and Date Format
From Time/Date Format, select a time and
date format.

Convenience

Use these settings to make your phone more
convenient to use.

Set Date and Time
In Airplane mode, you can set the time and date
manually.
Note: You can only access Set Time/Date with
Airplane Mode enabled.
1. From Set Time/Date, do the following to
change the date:
— Scroll left or right to move between the
month, day, and year fields.
- Scroll up or down to change the month,
day, and year.
2. Press the OK key to save the date.
3. Do the following to change the time:
— Scroll left or right to move between the
hour, minute, and AM/PM fields.
- Scroll up or down to change the hour,
minute, and AM/PM.
4. Press the OK key to save the time.
5. Select Done.

Enable Airplane Mode

While in an airplane, it is normally required that
you turn off your mobile phone because it emits
RF signals that interfere with air traffic control.
In airplane mode, however, your phone does not
emit RF signals. You cannot make or receive

calls, send text messages, use the Browser or
Bluetooth, but you can play games, use the
Scheduler, set the clock, and make emergency
calls to designated emergency numbers. Please
check with uniformed personnel before
operating your phone in Airplane mode.

From Airplane Mode, select Enabled > OK to
activate airplane mode.

With airplane mode enabled, you can also set
the time and date manually.

Auto Keyguard

Enable Auto Keyguard

Use Auto Keyguard to automatically lock the

keypad after 30 seconds of inactivity to prevent
accidental key presses.

From Auto Keyguard, select Enabled or from
the home screen, press and hold the Back key.

Unlock Keyguard
From the home screen, select Unlock and press
the OK key to unlock the keypad.

Enable Auto-Hyphenation
Auto-hyphenation, when enabled, automatically
inserts hyphens into your phone numbers to be
consistent with the U.S. dialing plan (or the
North American Numbering Plan).

From Auto-Hyphen, select Enabled to turn on
auto-hyphenation.
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Use 1-Touch Dialing

The 1-Touch Dialing feature is the fastest way
to call a speed dial location. To call a contact
with speed dial, press and hold the speed dialing
location.

If it is a two-digit location, press the first digit
briefly, then press and hold the second digit.
Note: To use 1-Touch dialing, you must enable
1-Touch dialing on your phone and have a
speed dial location assigned to a contact.

From 1-Touch Dialing, select Enabled to turn
on 1-touch dialing.

Answer Hold

Enable Hold Call
Use Answer Hold to place incoming calls on
hold until you are ready to answer them.
1. From Answer Hold, select Enabled.
If you have not recorded a hold message,
you need to record one, such as “Please
hold. I’ll answer in a minute.”
2. Record the message twice, as prompted.
3. Select Save or Options and one of the
following:
— Play to replay your message.
— Re-Record to record your message
again.
- Exitto exit.
The next time a call comes in, you can place it
on hold.

Place a Call on Hold

You can place a call on hold with Answer Hold

enabled.

Note: If you are already on a call and you

receive another call, you cannot place the

incoming call on hold. With no call waiting
enabled, the call goes to Voicemail.

When a call comes in, do the following:

1. Select Options > Answer Hold to place the
caller on hold with your recorded hold
message.

2. Select Answer to speak to the caller on hold
or End Call to hang up without speaking.

Change Hold Call Message

1. From Answer Hold, select Re-Record
Msg.

2. Record the message twice, as prompted.

3. Select Save to save the message or Options
and one of the following:
— Play to replay your message.
— Re-Record to record your message

again.

— Exit to exit.

Call Contact using Fast Find

1. From Fast Find, select Enabled to turn on
fast find.

2. From the home screen, press the keys
corresponding to the letters of the name you
want to find. A matching contact or speed
dial entry appears.

3. Scroll to your desired contact and press the
Send key to call the number.
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Enable Frequent List

From Frequent List, select Enabled. With
Frequent List enabled, the last 15 of your most
frequently called contacts appear at the
beginning of your contacts list. Scroll past the
double line to view the entire contacts list.

Enable Minute Alert

From Minute Alert, select Enabled. Your
phone alerts you with a short beep ten seconds
before each minute passes during a call.

Set Missed Call Alert

From Missed Call Alert, select an alert type for
missed calls.

If you select an & Remind alert, the phone
notifies you once when receiving a new
message and notifies you again every five

minutes. To stop a reminder alert, select Ignore.

Enable Any Key Answer

From Any Key Answer, select Enabled to
answer calls when you press any key on the
keypad.

Customize Keys

You can modify the Navigation key and Left

softkey settings to set up your desired shortcut.

1. From Customize Keys, select Up Nav Key,
Left Nav Key, Right Nav Key, Down Nav
Key, or Left Soft Key.

2. Select your desired menu option for the
targeted key shortcut.

Create a Custom Menu

1. From the home screen, scroll up and hold.

2. Select Edit.

3. Select features from the list provided. A
check mark appears next to each selection.
You can also remove checkmarks.

4. Select Save after selecting all your options.

Your new selections appear the next time you

select your custom menu.

Voice Features

Use the following features to customize the
voice commands.

Enable Automatic Add

From Automatic Add, select Enabled to
automatically add a contact to your voice dial
list when you create a new contact.

Set Expert Mode

Use Expert Mode to speak a command after

you hear a tone instead of following the initial

voice prompts.

From Expert Mode, select one of the

following:

» Normal sets the phone to default voice
prompts.

» Expert sets the phone to sound tones instead
of voice prompts.
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Set Display Results

You can set the phone to display up to three
voice recognition contacts when calling or
searching for a contact with voice commands.
From Display Results, select Single Best or
Three Best.

Set Digit Lengths

You can set the number of digits used for a

phone number in your voice dial list.

From Digit Lengths, select one of the following

options:

« North American recognizes only 7, 10, and
1 + 10 digits in a phone number.

e Permit All allows 4-14 digits in a phone
number.

Voice Answer

Enable Voice Answer

You can set your phone to answer a call with

your voice when using a hands-free accessory.

1. From Auto-Answer, select Disabled.

2. From Ringer Mode, select Normal
Sounds.

3. From Headset Sounds, select Out of
headset.

4. From Voice Answer, select With
Accessory.

Answer Using Voice Answer

When you receive an incoming call, the phone
prompts “Incoming call, answer?”. With the
caller recognized as a contact entry in your

phone, the phone prompts “Incoming call from

(Name), answer?” Do one of the following:

» Say “Yes” or press any except the End key
to answer the call.

» Say “No” or press the End key to ignore the
call.

» Remain silent. The voice alert repeats twice
and the phone rings once before returning to
the home screen.

Use Voice Training

If your phone has trouble recognizing your

voice, you can train your phone to recognize

specifically your voice for numbers.

1. From Voice Training, read the message and
select OK > Train Numbers > OK.

2. Follow the prompts for each number until
training is complete.

Enable Auto-Answer

From Auto-Answer, select After 5 Seconds.
The phone automatically answers after five
seconds with a headset attached.
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Memory Card

Choose Files to Save

1. From Memory Card, select Items to Save
to choose what files you save to your
memory.

2. Select file types from the list provided. A
checkmark appears next to each file type
that is saved to the memory card. Press the
OK key to add or remove checkmarks.

3. When finished, select Done.

Format Memory Card

From Memory Card, select Format Card >
Yes to format your memory card.

Note: Formatting will erase all current
information on the memory card.

Set Com Port Speed

From Com Port Speed, select a data rate at
which your phone connects to a laptop or PC.
Check with your service provider for details.

Connect to TTY Device
You can connect the phone to a teletype (TTY)
device for the hearing impaired. (TTY device
sold separately.)
Note: Enable TTY only when using the phone
with a TTY device.

- TTY Off disables TTY.

Note: You can also enter ##889 with your
keypad and select TTY to enable TTY.

Connect to Hearing Aid Device

With a T-coil hearing aid device (sold

separately) connected, you can enable the

hearing aid feature.

1. Connect the T-coil hearing aid device to
your phone.

2. From T-coil Hearing Aid, select OK >
Enabled.

Set USB Mode

You can set your phone to transfer files to and

from a computer.

From USB Mode, select one of the following:

» Mass Storage to use the microUSB jack
with a USB cable to transfer files.

*  Modem/COM to use the microUSB jack for
charging only.

Network

Enable Privacy Alert

From Privacy Alert, select Enabled to set your
phone to alert you when enhanced digital
CDMA privacy is lost or regained.

Enable Voice Privacy
From Voice Privacy, select Enhanced to use
enhanced digital CDMA privacy.
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Enable Roaming Service Alert

Use this setting if you want the phone to alert

you when you roam outside of your home

service area.

From Roam/Svc Alert, select one of the

following:

« Disabled turns roaming service alert off.

* When no svc alerts you with three tones
decreasing in pitch when service is lost and
three tones increasing in pitch when service
is acquired again.

« On roam change alerts you with two
decreasing tones when roaming service is
acquired and three increasing tones when
home area service is acquired again.

* Onany change alerts you with three
increasing tones if there is a change in
roaming service or three decreasing tones if
the phone loses service.

Set Roaming Restrictions

You can restrict your phone from making a call
when roaming.

From Roam Option, select Automatic (to
allow roaming) or No Roaming (to disallow
roaming).

Set Phone Line

Your phone can have two service accounts, or
phone lines, associated with it. Each phone line
has its own phone number.

Note: You must first establish a second phone
line with your service provider. Once

established, a second phone number becomes
available in the menu for selection.

From Set Phone Line, read the note and select
OK and one of the phone lines.

When using one line, you cannot receive calls
from the other. It would be as if the phone were
“off” for that number. Your voicemail, however,
still takes messages. All contacts and settings
are shared for both lines.

Set Location Information

Use Location to share your location

information with network services other than

emergency services (for example, 911, 111, 999

and 000) in serviced areas. This feature works

only when your phone is in digital mode. You
do have the option of turning off the locator to
emergency services.

From Location, select one of the following:

* 911 Only (default) shares your position
information only with emergency services
when you call your 3-digit emergency code.

» Location On shares your position
information, in addition to emergency
services.

Set Web Alerts

You can set an alert to confirm the start or exit

of the browser.

From Web Alert, select one of the following:

» At Start prompts when you start a session.

* At End prompts when you end a session.

» Both prompts when you start and end a
session.

* No Prompts sets for no prompts.
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Enable Roaming Call Alert

You can set the phone to warn you before you
answer or place a call while roaming.

Note: Call prompt is disabled when the phone is
in Emergency Mode.

From Roam Call Alert, select Enabled.

The phone emits a distinctive ring to indicate
when you are roaming during a call. To accept

or place a call while roaming, you must press 1.

Security

This section describes the security features on
your phone. You can adjust these features to
prevent access to your personal information. All
security features are shielded by a four-digit
lock code (typically 0000 or the last 4 digits of
your phone number).

Lock Phone

Set Lock Phone
With your phone locked, you can call only
emergency numbers or your service provider’s
customer service number. You can still receive
incoming calls.
1. From Security, enter your four-digit lock
code.
2. Select Lock Phone > OK and one of the
following:
— Never leaves the phone always
unlocked.
— On power up locks the phone every
time you turn it on.
— Now locks the phone immediately.

Unlock the Phone

— Limit Outgoing limits outgoing calls
while incoming calls still work.
— Limit All limits both incoming and
outgoing calls.

Erase All Contacts

1. From Security, enter your four-digit lock
code.

2. Select Erase Contacts > Yes > Yes to erase
all entries from your contacts list.

Note: You cannot recover deleted information.

Change Lock Code

Change your lock code from the default.

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13 Camera

Camera Tips

Your phone comes with a camera. Before using

your phone’s camera, here are some tips:

* You cannot activate the camera while on an
active call or while browsing files in the
media gallery.

* Once the camera is active, the home screen
acts as the viewfinder.

« If you get a “Low memory” error, check
your resolution and quality compression
settings.

« Ifthere is no activity within 45 seconds after
you turn your camera on, the camera quits
and returns to the previous launch point.

« Menu settings and options can only be
accessed when the camera is active.

* Numbers in the top right corner indicate the
number of snapshots remaining before the
phone runs out of memory.

Take a Picture

1. To activate the camera, press and hold the
Camera key. You can also select Camera
from the main menu.

2. Focus on the image using the phone’s
display as a viewfinder.

3. To take a picture, press the OK key. The
picture is saved to Camera Pictures.

4. Select Send > Via EMS Msg (to attach to
an enhanced message), Via MMS Msg (to
attach to a multimedia message), Via
Bluetooth (to send to a Bluetooth-enabled
device), or To Printer (to print on a
Bluetooth-enabled device).

Select Erase to delete the picture from your
phone.

5. Press the End key to exit camera mode.

Note: If your phone has no Bluetooth feature,

you may only send the file with a message.

Camera Setting Options

Adjust the Resolution

From camera mode, select Options > Settings
> Resolution and a size for your pictures.
Numbers in the bottom left corner indicate the
current resolution setting.

Set Self Timer

From camera mode, select Options > Settings
> Self Timer and a time.

The & icon indicates the timer is activated.
When you take a picture, a beep plays three
seconds from the time the shutter snaps the
picture.
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Enable Date/Time Stamp

From camera mode, select Options > Settings
> Date/Time > On to place a date/time stamp
each picture taken.

The [5 icon indicates when the date/time stamp
ison.

Enable Multishot Mode

From camera mode, select Options > Settings
> Multishot > On to take multiple pictures.
The [ icon indicates multishot mode is
enabled. When you take a picture, press and
hold the OK key to take multiple pictures. A
single tone plays for each picture taken.

Your camera is set to a lower resolution during
multishot mode. The resolution setting returns
to the previous setting when you are done.

Set Shutter Sound

1. From camera mode, select Options >
Settings > Shutter Sound.

2. Selectasound to play when the shutter takes
a picture.

Set White Balance

1. From camera mode, select Options >
Settings > White Balance.

2. Scroll left or right to select the white balance
setting. Look at the viewfinder to see how
each setting looks.

Set Color Tone

1. From camera mode, select Options >
Settings > Color Tone.

2. Scroll left or right to select a color tone.
Look at the viewfinder to see how each
setting looks.

Set Picture Quality

From camera mode, select Options > Settings
> Picture Quality and a quality level for your

picture.

When you select a higher quality level, the size
of the file is bigger.

Set Save Location

If you have a memory card, you can save
pictures taken to it. From camera mode, select
Options > Settings > Save Location > Save To
Card.

If you remove your memory card, pictures will
be saved to your phone.
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Other Camera Options

Set Brightness Level

1. From camera mode, select Options >
Brightness.

2. Scroll left or right to change the brightness
level. Press the OK key to set the brightness.

Go to Camera Pictures

From camera mode, select Options > Camera
Pictures to see all of the pictures you have
taken. These are located in Camera Pictures.

Take a Picture in a Frame

1. From camera mode, select Options >
Frames.

2. Scroll left or right to view the frames
available.

3. Select OK to choose a frame.

4. Take a picture with the frame. The frame is
part of the image and can not be removed.
